La Casona d e la Ronda  

 

1 x Standard Room on a Bed & Breakfast basis for 3-nights 

With an excellent location in the heart of the Old Town, La Casona de la Ronda is an 18th Century colonial 

style house recently converted into a lovely boutique hotel. The 22 rooms are a rranged around a central 
courtyard and are bright and airy, with Wi -Fi internet & LCD TV, and some have seating areas and city views. 

The interiors include wooden furnishing and parquet floors. Drinks from the bar and the coffee shop can be 
enjoyed in the garden and on the terrace.  

 
 

Day 02  QUI TO  

 

 

Private half day tour of Quito and the Middle of the World Monument  
Visit to downtown Quito with its largest and best preserved colonial quarter of South America, making it a 
UNESCO World Heritage Site. The tour starts at the Independence Plaza, flanked by the Cathedral, the 

Presidential Palace, the Municipal Building and the Archbishop's Palace. Visit the temple of La Compañía de 
Jesús and its awesome gilded interior. Continue on to the Monastery of San Francisco, one of the great 

religious buildings of the New World; its impressive façade and atrium that lead to its Baroque interior 
influenced by Moorish style, with the winged Virgin of Quito at its main altar.  
 

Then continue to the Equatorial Monument, 25km (16 miles) North of Quito, which marks th e exact Middle of 

the World, latitude 0º, where you can stand w ith a foot on each hemisphere.  Visit the Ethnographic Museum 

inside the monument, which shows the different Native American groups living in Ecuador.  Beside the 
monument there is a colonial-style town, complete with main square, church, post office, bullring, cafeterias, 

restaurants and many gift shops with postcards and souvenirs. You will get a certificate for having crossed the 
Equator. (Entrance fees are included.) 

Detailed Itinerary  
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Full day tour of Cotopaxi National park with lunch at a traditional hacienda 

You will have an early departure from Quito to visit the Cotopaxi National Park; an ecological sanctuary of  

88,920 acres around the magnificent Cotopaxi Volcano which rises 5897 meters (19,347 feet) above sea level. 
The evergreen landscape of the Ecuadorian highlands is one of the main attractions, with beautiful valleys and  

mountains covered by multi-coloured fields. Upon arrival to the park there will be an introductory briefing  
about the habitat of the Andean paramo or moorlands, its flora and fauna in the small Interpretation Centre.  

You will then continue on to Limpiopungo Lagoon to observe a variety of bird s and occasionally wild horses. 

On clear days, the Cotopaxi Volcano is the magnificent backdrop. A short walk around the lagoon allows the 
observation of the Andean flora. Lunch is served at a local restaurant before returning to Quito in the

As you fly east from Quito the mountain ranges give way to lowland primary rainforest.  Viewed from the air, 

the landscape is a carpet of green with the occasional blue ribbon of water flowing through it.  Covering much 
of Ecuadorôs eastern territory, the Amazon Rainforest is the worldôs most impressive jungle system. 
 

On arrival you will be met and taken to a private dock wh ere you will have a quick snack before boarding a 

covered boat for a two hour  trip down the Napo River, the largest river in the Ecuadorian Amazon. During the 
ride itôs easy to spot shore birds such as herons, kingfishers, spoonbills and ospreys, between the scattered 

native huts as you travel steadily away from civilization. Upon arrival at Sacha Lodge's 5000-acre private 

reserve, you will walk along a raised boardwalk through dense flooded palm forest where several species of 
monkeys are often seen. The path leads to Pilchicocha lake, where dugout canoes await to carry you even 

farther across the lake to the lodge. In the afternoon you can enjoy an introductory Rainforest tour.  
 

Sacha Lodge  

 

1 x Standard Room with Full Board & Shared Activities for 3-nights 
Sacha Lodge is set amongst a 5000 acre private reserve, deep In the Ecuadorian Amazon Rainforest. All of the 

lodgeôs 26 cabins have been constructed using traditional materials. The recently opened 940 foot long
